⋆ Study for the exam

You should be able to solve the past homework exercises. As a practice, try to work on other
exercises from the book (by Douglas B. West), as many as you can. Concentrate on the ones
marked with (−) and (!). Make sure that you understand all the definitions and theorems. In
an ideal case you would understand all the proofs as well. The ideas of these proofs are often
utilized elsewhere.
